Description: What will this course be about? Where/how will it be taught? 

The course will be about learning the medical language, the course title will be Medical Terminology.  The course will be taught fully online.
Learners: Who are the learners? What do you know about them that might make a difference in what you design?  (Think about age, prior knowledge, familiarity with technology)

The learners are adults enrolled in Nursing or Allied Healthcare programs (i.e. RN, LPN, Medical Assisting).  The students in the nursing program are likely to have more prior knowledge and experience in the medical field than the Medical Assistants.  For example, RN students may already have their LPN license; LPN students may already have their CNA or MA certifications.  For many Medical Assistant students this would be their first exposure to the medical field.  The education criteria is higher for the nursing programs vs medical assisting, therefore the students are likely to have a better command over the English language.
Things that you want to accentuate in your course. This can be related to what or how you teach, how students respond, or about the technology.  What do you want to see happen in this course? 

I want to emphasize student engagement and collaborative learning groups.  I want to see this course become more exciting to teach and learn.
Problems that you’d like to avoid in your course. Based on past experience, what would you predict will drag you down?  It could be technology, disinterested students, lack of discussion, etc.

Based on what I have learned from my experiences and what has been shared by colleagues who have taught this course is that just learning new words, word parts, meanings, correct spelling and pronunciation can become boring day in and day out, and students can lose interest in the class.
What might be the most problematic aspect of this course as you teach it?  Keeping students interested and engaged is a problematic aspect of this course in the way it has been formerly taught.
The most time consuming aspect of this course as you teach it will be:  Grading papers manually until the quizzes and tests are all converted to being taken online or at least with a scan tron.
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
